3. List five Roald Dahl books that 

have been made into movies 
 

  



   
 

 

 

 

 

 
   
  
  
 
 

 
 

 
 
 
 
  
 
 
 
 

   
 
                
 
 
 
  
 
 

 

Conjunctivitis (Eye infection or 
allergic irritation) 

We have had a number of cases at school 

recently.  If you or a family member has 

infected conjunctivitis the white part of your 

eye will be red and feel gritty.  This is followed 

by a clear, green or yellow discharge which 

forms a crust overnight and can make your 

eyelids stick together in the morning. 

This is highly contagious and passed on very 

easily from person to person. 

If you think you or your child could have 

conjunctivitis please see your doctor asap as 

you will need antibiotics/eye drops to clear it 

up, please do not send your child to school if 

you suspect they have conjunctivitis.
