These
sores look like a skin infection and can spread
from one person to another through the fluid
and crusts of the sore which contain bacteria.
These sores are very infectious.

Please check your child's hair
regularly for eggs/crawlies in the hair and treat
asap. If a child is found to have head lice at
school we will phone you to collect your child so
you can treat them before sending them back to
school. An easy way to remove eggs/crawlies is
by using conditioner and a headlice comb.
