A tip from the Public Health Nurse for
dealing with HEADLICE
Wet Combing:

Wet combing on its own can be effective for
removing headlice and their eggs. Eggs are
cemented strongly to the hair shaft and simple
washing does not remove that. Metal combs
are much more effective than plastic combs.
Using a 'nit' comb is easiest when the hair is
wet. Combing may be easier if a conditioner is
applied first. It is best done after treating
with medication. You need to have good light.
If you are using conditioner wet the hair with
water and then massage the conditioner
through the hair to make combing easier.
Work through the hair in sections and comb
down the hair shaft fowards the scalp to try to
remove the stubborn eggs. It may be easier if
this is done while the child is kept occupied
(for example watching television).
Wet comb the hair for at least 30 minutes.
This needs to be done every 3 or 4 days, for at
least two weeks, but don't stop combing every 3
or 4 days until there have been no live lice on 3
consecutive sessions.
